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The Journey Continues  
 
Do you think of life as a journey?  Sometimes I find that metaphor helpful as I think of the events of my life.  If 
life is a journey that goes from birth into this life on earth, to birth into eternal life in heaven, then the 
significance of our daily ups and downs donõt seem so large and overwhelming.  Thinking of life as a journey 
also helps me get perspective and see even small steps as contributing to a larger goal. 

I feel particularly blessed to be called to Mt. Washington as your journey completes 100 years of learning and 
serving and caring and celebrating in this community and we begin the next century together.   

Every year we Christians journey through Christõs life, ministry, death and resurrection as we celebrate those 
occasions over the liturgical year.  We begin our journey each year at Advent (November 27, 2011) as we 
prepare for Christõs birth and continue until Reign of Christ Sunday (November 25, 2012) where we affirm that 
Christ Reigns now and always!  The season of Lent, which begins this year on February 22, has become more 
and more meaningful to me over the last 25 years.   

When I was growing up, Lent was something our Roman Catholic neighbors celebrated by giving up 
something, like chocolate or dessert or TV.  I didnõt understand why or what the season was about and it 
certainly had nothing to do with my protestant familyõs life.  Yet thankfully, over the years, the òbody of Christ,ó 
by its many names, has grown to emphasize its similarities more than its differences.  The Roman Catholic 
Church has realized that there is more value to such things as preaching of the Word, and Protestants have 
come to see more value in the regular practice of the sacrament of the Lordõs Supper (when I grew up 
communion was once a quarter ð if that).  We have also come to give more emphasis to the penitential, 
contemplative seasons of the church year, Lent and Advent.  These are seasons of preparation,.for Easter and 
Christmas have given us a time to concentrate on renewal of faith as we prepare for the two most important 
times in the life of Christ ð his birth and his resurrection from the dead.  

Lent begins with Ash Wednesday and as the Companion to the PC(USA) Book of Common Worship tells us, 
the ashes of this first day of Lent remind us that unless we are willing to die to our old selves, we cannot be 
raised to new life with Christ.  Ash Wednesday signifies a time to turn around, to change directions, to repent.   

One of my favorite Christian poets, Ann Weems, has written a book of poems about the season of Lent called 
Kneeling in Jerusalem.  Her poem òLentó has always been a particular help to me and is posted on my study 
door where you are welcome to read it.  It begins with these words:   

Lent is a time to take the time 
to let the power of our faith story take hold of us, 

As you progress through your Lenten journey this year, I pray that you will be able to take the time to be 
grabbed, shaken and turned around by the story of our faith in Jesus Christ and come out on the other side 
renewed and reinvigorated to continue the journey of your life and of the life of Mt. Washington Presbyterian 
Church.

If you have time to read at all, youõve likely seen articles suggesting we eat less meat.  Why? 
 
Environmental Issues:    
Livestock operations account for 18% of greenhouse gas emissions, involve 30% of the worldõs 
land, and pollute freshwater supplies.  Theyõre also responsible for 55% of erosion, 37% of 
pesticide use and 50% of antibiotics consumed. 
 
Ethical Issues:  

By 2025, two-thirds of the worldõs population will live in water-stressed areas.  It takes 5,000 

gallons of water to produce 1 lb. of meat, but only 25 gallons to produce 1 lb. of wheat.  

20% of the worldõs population could be fed with the grain and soybeans fed to US cattle. 

 
Health Issues:  

In a 10 year study, people who consumed 5 oz. of red meat daily (beef or pork) had a 30% 
higher chance of dying over 10 years than those who ate the least.  Processed meat (like a 

hot dog a day) carried a 20% higher risk.  White meat (chicken, turkey, fish) posed no risk.  

The red meat link is strongest for colorectal cancer ð a 28% higher risk.    

In a nine year study of 37,000 women, those who ate processed meat 5x a week had a 38% 
higher risk of Type 2 diabetes than those who ate it less than once a week.  
 

World meat consumption tripled between 1961 and 2007and is expected to double again by 2050, 
compounding these problems.  What can you do?   Good news ð you donõt have to eat tofu,  
unless you like it!  Consider one meatless day a week.  Beans and whole grains, including brown 
rice or pasta, paired with vegetables, make tasty, healthy stews, soups and stir -fries.  When you 
do eat meat, look for local, grass -fed products.  Youõll help the environment, protect the less 
fortunate and improve your health at the same time.

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Celebrating Lent and Easter with Our Children 
 

Dear Parents,  
 
Easter is the defining celebration in our lives as Christians, yet the events of Holy Week that lead up to 
our celebration are often difficult to explain to our children.  The tension between the raw details of the 
crucifixion and the miraculous resurrection of Jesus leaves us in a quandary as we try to give balance 
and understanding to our children.  The gospel writers are inclusive in their portrayal of the events from 
the triumphant joy of Palm Sunday to the dark pain of Golgotha.  What do we tell our children? 
 

Do we concentrate on the òparadeó of Palm Sunday and then skip to Jesus meeting with his friends at 
Easter?  Perhaps this should be the focus for the very young.  Yet even at a young age children have 
questions about death.  Pets die; grandparents die; sometimes even friends die.  Children do deal with 
death.  Help them deal with death as a part of dealing with life.  Talk to your children about death using 
the age-appropriate language that you would use when you talk to them about any other subject.  
There is no need to tell them about the gory details of the crucifixion ð so what should you tell them 
about the death of Jesus?   
 

Be truthful.  Jesusõ death was not a natural death.  His friends and family were very sad because they 
loved Jesus.  God made Jesus live again, but not in the way that we are alive today.  This is hard for 
adults to understand and so it will be hard for children to understand.  Yet, we have faith that it is true 
because Jesus told us and he showed us.  Faith helps us to believe in things that we canõt see. 
 

Younger elementary children can understand that Jesus was killed unjustly by people who did not 
follow Godõs way.  They can understand that Jesus died on the cross.  Older elementary children can 
understand the suffering that Jesus experienced, and that he did this because he loved us.  Two of the 
catechisms approved by the General Assembly in 1998 may help in the explanation to your elementary 
children: 
 

#27  How did Jesus Christ prove to be our Savior? 
He sacrificed his life for us by dying on the cross.  He showed victory over death by rising from 
the dead.  He removed our guilt and gave us a new, unending life with God. 

#28  How do we know that Jesus is Lord? 
After he died and was raised from the dead, he appeared to his disciples, both women and men.  
He revealed himself to them as our living Lord and Savior.  Through the Bible, he continues to 
reveal himself to us today. 

 

Be prepared for questions from your children ð they will surely come.  Easter is our faith and hope; 
actually this is the most wonderful thing that you will ever share with your children!
